Glen Eira City Council has welcomed Minister for Planning Hon. Richard Wynne's announcement today approving
our application for interim height controls in Bentleigh and Carnegie activity centres

The interim controls will set mandatory and discretionary height limits, ranging from three to five stareys in
Bentleigh and four to seven storeys in Carnegie, across all commercially zoned land in Bentleigh and Carnegie activity
centres. These controls will apply while Council is undertaking structure planning work, which we anticipate will be
completed by the end of 2017.

It is understood that the interim controls will also apply to all current planning applications and those that are
pending appeal at the Victorian Administrative Appeals Commission (VCAT).

I I I I l I I S Glen Eira Mayor Cr Mary Delahunty said Council was delighted with the Minister's announcement.

“We strongly believe that development should be appropriate and aligned to our community’s vision about what
makes Glen Eira such a special place — not overturned by decisions made in VCAT,” Cr Delahunty said.

“We know peaple are concerned with ad-hoc development, and have strong views about height, particularly where:
development abuts our neighbourhood residential and general residential zones,” Cr Delahunty said
